l�  Taupont Multi-Sports Centre

To play top-level badminton, a new multi-sports centre was built in 2007 in

Taupont ; The nine-metre high hall with Taraflex flooring and 600 lux lighting can hold 

270 people and up to 9 badminton courts. The Multi-Sports Centre is an important 

addition to the existing sports infrastructure especially as the changing rooms and 

equipment comply to current standards to allow for disability sports.

l�  The Henri Bajeot Gymnasium

Built in Ploërmel and refurbished in 2006 with a new synthetic flooring, this gymna-

sium has 600 lux lighting and can seat 150 people. It can hold 7 badminton courts.

l�  Ploërmel Sports Hall

Next to the Henri Bajeot Gymnasium is the Sports Hall of 3,500 sq metres. Its excep-

tional size means it can hold 21 badminton courts adding to the seven courts of 

the gymnasium next door giving a total of 28 simultaneous games. This means that 

the sports complex is ideal for holding tournaments and for training purposes. Even 

though it has not been officially approved for competitions, the finals of the National 

Schools Championship competition (UGSEL) have recently been held here.

Badminton is a fast-growing sport in the Community of Local Councils of Ploërmel. 

Both the presence of quality equipment and a dynamic club have boosted club-

membership in the area. Today, the 200 members and top-quality infrastructure 

mean we are able to host top-level groups.
